Made up of at  least  100 unique contr ibut ion opportunit ies ,  the 3
major  t iered sect ions of  the Legacy Fund are broken down into
Roots,  Branches,  and Leaves -  in  addit ion to our  bonus
Scholarship sect ion –  wi l l  generate over $400,000 per year.   

Our Scholarship Level  ( for  $50,000/yr)  is  designed to be an
annual  grant- in-aid to students.  Our goal  is  to offer  at  least  5
ful l/part ia l  scholarships per year to our  community .  The Program
Sponsor Level  ( for  $25,000/yr)  supports  one of our  core (Root)
programs and any staff  with in that department.   

The Classroom Sponsor ,  s ignif ied by the apples on the branches,
is  a $10,000/yr  contr ibut ion and wi l l  d i rect ly  support  our
teachers and any upgrades,  both structural  and technological ,
necessary to maintain the highest  level  of  educat ion.  

Last ly ,  the indiv idual  level  ( leaves)  offers  an opportunity  for
indiv iduals  and fami l ies to support  our  school  and help create a
dynamic,  v ibrant ,  and ever-growing social  inst i tut ion for  our
Armenian community .
